RESULTS OF EVALUATION FOR: 

Whitingham 17 – 120 Reed Hill Road Whitingham, Vermont 

 

 

View to southwest of 120 Reed Hill Road       
Property Description: Constructed circa 1880, this one-and-one-half-story, three-by-two bay, gable-front, weatherboard-sided; 
vernacular-style dwelling is located at 120 Reed Hill Road.  The front façade contains an offset front door and two-over-two windows 
flanked by two-plank wood shutters.  A two-bay, one-and-one-half-story hyphen is attached to the west and contains two-over-two 
windows with identical shutters.  Attached to the rear is a one-story porch with square support columns and weatherboard siding on 
the lower half of the structure and side entry door.  Sited to the rear (south) is a one-story gable front storage shed with center entry 
doors on the front and east facades.   
Setting: The property at 120 Reed Hill Road is located approximately 8.2 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill facing 
north away from the project area.

The Deerfield Wind Project will be built to the northwest of the 
property located at 120 Reed Hill Road. Although the desktop 
viewshed analysis indicated that the Project might be visible 
from this property, a site visit has confirmed that the Project will 
not be visible from the historic resource due to the extensive 
vegetation surrounding the property, distance to the Project, and 
the topography of the landscape. As a result, the construction of 
the Project will not alter or otherwise affect the characteristics 
that qualify this property for listing on the National and/or State 
Register of Historic Places.   

RECOMMENDED FINDING 
The proposed Deerfield wind power project will have No Effect 
on the above-mentioned property under any of the relevant 
standards.

Whitingham 18 – 159 Reed Hill Road Whitingham, Vermont 

 

 

View to east of 159 Reed Hill Road       
Property Description: This circa 1900, one-and-one-half story, five-by-two bay, side-gable Cape, features six-over-six windows 
with wooden shutters, weatherboard siding, slate roof punctured with two gable front dormers with eight-over-eight windows, 
exterior brick chimney and small gable-front porch that shelters the main entry door, is located at 159 Reed Hill Road.  Attached to 
the east of the main dwelling is a one-story, open-entry car port with a one-story, one-bay hyphen to the rear.   

Setting: The property at 159 Reed Hill Road is located approximately 8.2 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill facing 
south away from the project area.

Although the desktop 
viewshed analysis indicated that the Project might be visible 
from this property, a site visit has confirmed that the Project will 
not be visible from the historic resource due to the extensive 
vegetation surrounding the property, distance to the Project, and 
the topography of the landscape. As a result, the construction of 
the Project will not alter or otherwise affect the characteristics 
that qualify this property for listing on the National and/or State 
Register of Historic Places.   

RECOMMENDED FINDING 
The proposed Deerfield wind power project will have No Effect 
on the above-mentioned property under any of the relevant 
standards.

Whitingham 19 – 2465 Collins Road Whitingham, Vermont 

 

 

View to south of 2465 Collins Road       
Property Description: Constructed circa 1840, this one-and-one-half-story, five-bay, side-gable, Greek Revival dwelling has a 
center ridge brick chimney, and entry door topped with a simple pediment.  The house is weatherboard clad and is pierced with 
twelve-over-twelve windows on the front façade.  The rear  features a one-half length flat-roofed portico with square support 
columns.  Sited to the south of the dwelling are two side-gabled, one-and-one-half-story, vertical wood planked barns and one, one-
story, vertical wood planked storage shed that is currently being used as a garage. 
 

Setting: The property at 2465 Collins Road is located approximately 8.5 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill facing north 
away from the project area.

Although the desktop 
viewshed analysis indicated that the Project might be visible 
from this property, a site visit has confirmed that the Project will 
not be visible from the historic resource due to the extensive 
vegetation surrounding the property, existing structures to the 
west, distance to the Project, and the topography of the 
landscape. As a result, the construction of the Project will not 
alter or otherwise affect the characteristics that qualify this 
property for listing on the National and/or State Register of 
Historic Places.   

RECOMMENDED FINDING 
The proposed Deerfield wind power project will have No Effect 
on the above-mentioned property under any of the relevant 
standards.

Whitingham 20 – 2579 Collins Road Whitingham, Vermont 

 

 

View to southwest of 2579 Collins Road       
Property Description: Constructed circa 1860, this five-by-two bay, one-and-one-half story, weatherboard-sided, vernacular 
dwelling, features one-over-one windows, center-entry front door with 12-pane wooden door, end ridge brick chimneys, standing 
seam metal roof and a one-story, three-bay wing with center entry door, one-over-one windows, standing seam metal flared roof and 
full length front porch.  Connected to the rear of the wing is a one-story, vertical planked sided, four-bay, two-car garage.  Sited to the 
south is a ten-bay, side-gable barn with metal roof. Immediately to the east of the barn is a one-story, one-bay, smokehouse with end 
brick chimney, asphalt shingles and four-over-four windows.   
Setting: The property at 2579 Collins Road is located approximately 8.5 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill facing north 
away from the project area.

As a result, the construction 
of the Project will not alter or otherwise affect the characteristics 
that qualify this property for listing on the National and/or State 
Register of Historic Places.   

RECOMMENDED FINDING 
The proposed Deerfield wind power project will have No Effect 
on the above-mentioned property under any of the relevant 
standards.

Marlboro 2 – 793 Upper Dover Road Marlboro, Vermont 

 

 

View to west of 793 Upper Dover Road       
Property Description: Constructed in circa 1880, this side-gable one-and-one-half-story, Greek Revival-style dwelling is 
weatherboard-clad with five-by-two bays, a center ridge brick chimney, eight-over-eight windows, center-bay front door with five-
light horizontal transom and three gable dormers with eight-over-eight windows on the front façade. A circa 1900 one-story hyphen 
has been added to the north façade and contains a center-bay entry door.   

Setting: The property located at 793 Upper Dover Road is located approximately 9.5 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill 
facing east.

The proposed Deerfield wind power project will have No Effect 
on the above-mentioned property under any of the relevant 
standards.

Property Description: The following are properties that have been previously listed on the State/National Registers and include:   
West Dover Historic District, Dover Town Offices, Congregational Church, West Dover Inn, and the Belstrom or Grout Farm.   
Setting: The Town of Dover is sited just off of Dover Hill Road, approximately 8.1 to 8.5 miles from the project area, which is 
located to the north/northwest of the town. Sightlines from the eligible and/or listed historic properties toward the project area are 
commonly blocked, confined, or greatly obscured by intervening topography, non-deciduous vegetation, and/or, in more developed 
areas, by the proximity of other aspects of the built environment. The ridgelines on which the project is to be located do not form the 
immediate setting of historic properties, most of which are located in valleys at elevations well below that of the project area.

View to north  of 1 Negus Road       
Property Description: Built in circa 1870, this side-gable one-and-one-half-story Greek Revival-style dwelling is weatherboard clad 
and five-by-two bays, with a center ridge brick chimney, six-over-six windows, front door with side lights and pediment and one-
story corner pilasters. Connected to the north is a one-story side-gable three-bay hyphen with six-over-six windows and center-entry 
door. A three-quarter-height structure with center-entry door connects the hyphen to the final section, a side-gable one-story 
barn/garage. 
Setting: The property located at 1 Negus Road is located approximately 8.1 miles from the project area and is sited on a hill facing 
east.
